• Friendship Issue (e.g. isolation, peer pressure)

• Anxiety Issue (e.g. exam stress)

• Negative self-concept, low self-esteem

• School withdrawals

emotional problems

Externalized 
emotional problems

• Appears isolated from peers

• Seems overly dependent
on others

• Is moody

• Shows feelings of helplessness

• Is a bully victim

• Cries frequently & easily

• Abuses himself / herself

• Becomes a discipline problem

• Exhibits a lack of 
empathy or compassion

• Has temper tantrums

• Becomes impulsive

• Becomes aggressive

• Experiences poor 
academic performance

• Bullies others
